FIRST CALL THEOLOGICAL EVENT

One of the most dramatic transitions in the life of
a newly rostered person is the transition from
seminary or non-rostered status to the first call to
public ministry. For that reason, the ELCA has
prescribed standards and expectations for
continuing theological education during the first
three years of rostered service under call.

The six synods of Wisconsin and the Upper
Peninsula of Michigan work collectively to provide
one component of this continuing education.
Each November, about 80 first call rostered
persons gather at St. Anthony Retreat Center in
Marathon, WI for the First Call Theological
Education Fall Conference. Since the bishops
believe so strongly in the value of this event, they
have secured partial funding for it through the
Siebert Lutheran Foundation. However, many
first call persons serve small congregations that
find it difficult to afford the cost. If your
congregation would like to join the Siebert
Lutheran Foundation in helping to subsidize the
cost of this event, please contact Pastor Greg
Kaufmann (gkaufman@ecunet.orq).

This Fall Conference is a time of ministry
development and collegial interaction, scriptural
nourishment and practical skill development. It is
a valuable opportunity to address concerns that
are unique to newly-rostered leaders with others
who are in similar circumstances. In addition to
formal presentations and workshops,
representatives of the Board of Pensions, the
Mission Investment Fund, Augsburg Fortress and
the Association of Lutheran Resource Centers
are on hand to introduce these first call leaders to
the many resources available to them in their
ministry. All six bishops, on a three year rotating
basis attend this Fall Conference in order to
share their wisdom and experience with these
newly rostered leaders.
