The meeting was called to order at 7:01 PM by the council 
president, Clarice Fall.  Devotions were given by Rod Wiemeri. 
 
A motion was made to approve the secretary’s report, with 
corrections, was made by Gayle Larson.  It was seconded by 
Judy Amundson.  The motion carried. 
 
The treasurer’s report was given by Joe Johnson.   We ended 
the year with revenue less than budgeted, but $17,000 over the 
prior year.  The checking account balance for year end is 
$24,000.  We will make an actual payment of $11,900 on the 
line of credit at Sterling Bank.  The balance on the line of credit 
is comparable to this time last year.  Expenses are in line with 
the budget overall, the exception being utilities and fuel.     A 
motion was made by Jason Erb to accept the treasurer’s report.  
It was seconded by Marvin Organ.  The motion carried.  
Committee Reports/New Business:   
 
Multi-Media:  Lisa Schultz presented the updated bid from 
Audio Architects, Inc. The scope of materials and labor 
included is similar to last year’s quote.  The current quote is for 
$26,999.28.  This includes a larger plasma screen TV and 
higher quality projector.   
Additional costs for installation not included in the bid are 
estimated to be $5,600.  Yearly maintenance cost is estimated 
to be $1,200. 
The initial committee suggests that there are two distinct 
committees that should be developed as we move forward:  a 
research committee to get the proper system in place and 
running and a development committee to work though and 
administer how the system will be operated.    
There is currently $10,300 designated for the multi-media 
system.  The committee has agreed to fund raise for the 
balance. 
 
A motion was made by Jason Erb to approve that the multi-
media committee move ahead with Audio Architects, Inc’s 
proposal of $26,999.28 with additional expenses of $5,600 for 
set up and annual operating costs of $1,200.  This is subject to 
A general consensus of any committees affected by the 
installation. 
• A proposal for long term maintenance. 
• A written plan for the coordination of the preparation of 

presentations and operation of the system. 
• $30,000 of funds available prior to moving ahead. 
The motion was seconded by Gayle Larson.  The motion 
carried unanimously.   
 

Vision Team:  The weather has caused the planned meeting to 
be rescheduled. 
 
Befrienders:  As of the end of the week 182 home visits will 
have been completed. 
 
2009 Budget Review: 
Joe Johnson reviewed the budget to be presented to the 
congregation at the annual meeting.  A motion was made by 
Barb Swant to accept and present the proposed budget for 
2009 to the congregation.  Terry Jergenson seconded the 
motion.  The motion carried.

Jason Erb made a motion to transfer $770.00 from the trust 
fund to the general fund for the radio broadcasts for 2009.  The 
motion was seconded by Ardis Ress.  The motion carried.  
 
Pastor Beyer’s Report: 
A motion was made by Marvin Organ to approve the transfer of 
Andrea (Stumo) Slowiak from our congregation to Our Savior’s 
Lutheran Church in Stanley. 
Luther Park Bible Camp has asked for our prayers during 
leadership changes. 
Pastor Beyer suggested that the annual meeting include a 
report on the progress of the 125th Celebration plans. 
 A motion was made by Lissette Ritchie that the multi-
media cause be added to the gifts and memorial list.  Rod 
Wiemeri seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 
 
Pastor Shank’s Report: 
Pastor Lisa will be gone February 8 & 9 for the Winter 
Theological Meeting.  
The Clergy Association paid off another $20,000 of debt on the 
Cupboard and Closet building.

Chairman Lisa Shank called the meeting to order at Foursquare at 10:05 a.m. with Pastors 
Uhler, Espeseth, Manglos, and Deacon Cullen, Dave Vruwink, Lynne Hanse, Larry 
Lundgren and Jay Keppen also in attendance. 
 
Pastor Espeseth opened with a favorite scripture reading on strength from God.  
 
A Lundgren/Espeseth motion passed to approve the minutes of the January 13 meeting.  
 
Lynne reported that the food pantry served 101 families (315 people) in January, with 21 
families being first-timers. She had received donations of $1800 from the soup bowl supper 
and $20 from the Casino Man, among other smaller donations.  
 
In giving the Thrift Store report, Jay said a washer and dryer donated by Mary Ella Jerome 
is in the laundry room and waiting to be installed and that doors were put on the restroom 
and laundry room last week, with the rooms now awaiting a plumber and electrician. He in-
dicated that overall progress is being made in keeping up with donations and more volun-
teers are always needed. He also said that a volunteer expressed interest in being em-
ployed at the store. Following some discussion action on the matter was tabled due to lack 
of specific details about the proposal and pending discussion with our accountant regarding 
paper work and implications associated with paying a worker.  
 
January receipts totaled $6,689.14 and checks written totaled $6,038.50.  
The treasurer’s report showed account balances totaling $27,889.61, and a Lundgren/
Manglos motion passed to allow the treasurer to take $7,000 out of checking and $8,000 out 
of the building fund to make a $15,000 building payment to Clausens and to pay off the re-
mainder next month.  
 
Deacon Cullen presented some possible sign designs and said the painters from the high 
school will now gather materials and begin painting. 
 
Larry mentioned progress on parking lot and garbage pickup problems. 
 
Pastor Lisa reviewed the upcoming concert and spaghetti dinner fundraiser. People willing 
to help can attend an organizational meeting Tues., Feb. 24, at 7 p.m. at First Lutheran.
