They were difficult days when the Israelites were taken away into exile. The transition period 
between installed pastors likewise can be uncomfortable. What comes next? But God speaks a 
word of hope in the midst of uncertainty: I have your future in my hands, and I will bring you home.  
 
This interim period between installed congregational life pastors is an opportunity to reflect upon 
who you are as a congregation and discover what God is calling you to next. Not only are you, as a 
congregation, in transition; the church as a whole is in transition. How will we speak God’s word of 
grace and peace in this new age? How will we engage in mission in our own backyard? How will we 
pass on the faith to our children and our neighbors? This interim period is for taking time and for 
looking forward in order to claim a “future with hope.” 
 
I have been asked to work with the Ministry Site Profile Committee. Our first meeting was Sunday, 
February 14. The next meeting will be March 7. This group is making use of the contributions 
gleaned from members in the visits with BeFrienders. In addition, the group is using the insights of 
the visioning retreat of congregational leadership with the assistant to the bishop last fall. The goal is 
to use all of this and more in putting together the ministry site profile.  
 
I have also been asked to work with various other leadership groups including the education 
committee. One of the education directors stated at the January 31 annual meeting the desire of the 
education committee for the 10:45 Sunday service to be more engaging for children, youth, and 
young families. I met with the education committee on February 8 and shared some insights gained 
from having served in similar sized churches, which have sought to accomplish this same goal. 
These ideas were favorably received with the intent to start implementing some of them this spring 
and to put a workable plan in place next fall. 
 
I thank you for asking me to serve in the partnership of the gospel in this place and look forward to 
asking with you what God has in mind for engaging in mission in this place!

CALL PROCESS 
“Our pastor is leaving – so what do we do?” This is how most congregations enter the call process. 
The synod takes the first step when the bishop appoints, with the concurrence of the Congregation 
Council, an interim pastor to provide regular pastoral ministry to the congregation and to assist in 
some parts of the call process. A member of the synod staff meets with the council and ministry site 
profile committee to help everyone understand the process: 
� Experience a transition from the ministry of the previous pastor – saying good-bye to the last 

pastor. 
� Develop a ministry site profile encompassing current ministries and the direction God is calling the 

ministry of the congregation in the future. 
� Determine a compensation range for a prospective pastor. 
� Pray for the Holy Spirit’s guidance in matching a pastor with a parish. 
� Interview candidates to serve as installed pastor. 
� Recommend a candidate to the parish for a ballot vote that requires a 2/3 majority to extend the 

call. 
� If the candidate accepts the call, rejoice and warmly receive the pastor. 
The discernment of whether God is calling a pastor to a congregation is done jointly between the 
bishop, the congregation, and the pastor. 
 
Pray for God’s direction during this transition 
Earnest prayer is requested for direction for this congregation as we make our way between 
installed pastorates in the position of congregational life pastor. Special prayer is requested for 
congregational leadership, pastors and staff, bishop and synod staff. 
 
Take time for church – Worship and learning take 2 hours out of 168 
Yes, the gift of time is precious. Yet, out of 168 hours each week, you are warmly invited to take 2 
hours on Sunday morning for worship and learning. In the end, you’ll be glad you did! 
 
Principles of stewardship 
As members of the Body of Christ, we confess Jesus as our Lord and Savior: We proclaim the 
Gospel as the Word of God, in our faith we recognize the gifts God has first given us through grace 
and accept our role as stewards. These principles provide a foundation for our role as God’s 
stewards. 
� Being a sharing steward recognizes the gifts each person has received from God and each 
person’s relationship with Jesus Christ and members in the Body of Christ. We are to develop and 
share these gifts with others. 
 
“And God is able to provide you with every blessing in abundance, so that be always having enough 
of everything, you may share abundantly in every good work.” 2 Corinthians 9:8 
� Being a proportionate steward is our way of giving in relation to our abundance. We are to give 
according to our “means”, not according to our budget or income. Paul reminded the Corinthians. 
“If the readiness is there, it is acceptable according to what a person has, not according to what he 
has not.” 2 Corinthians 8:12

 Earthquake crashed home! 
 
 
In this beautiful season of Lent, First 
Lutheran-Barron has a tradition of reaching 
out for a cause in Malawi, Africa, to build our 
companionship with our Sister Church.   
This year our thoughts return to the 
devastation that they are living with from the 
30 or more earthquakes and tremors that 

have occurred since December 6, 2009. 
 
People in the Karonga area are afraid.  They are living in fear without shelter, ample food or water.  
Daily activity has stopped including work or school, because they fear additional tremors.  Misery is 
on everyone’s faces. Bishop Bvumbwe and his staff have worked endlessly to comfort them with 
hope that they might feel God’s presence. 
 
As Bishop Pederson expressed, “Because Malawi is a poor country far from U.S. shores we hear 
virtually nothing about the recovery efforts of the Malawi earthquakes where scores lost their 
lives and thousands are homeless.” 
 
We here at First Lutheran have chosen to reach out to our sisters and brothers in Christ during our 
Lenten season with gifts to aide in the rebuilding of homes.  As a visual reminder of the time and 
materials needed to rebuild the simplest home, we have attempted to display our growth in mission 
by building a house for one family.  They form and fire hand-built bricks.  Our dollars will purchase 
cement to mortar them together and hopefully add a metal roof.   
  
The recovery from the earthquakes is a slow process, but with our help, joined together by many 
other churches throughout Malawi and within the NW Synod the challenge becomes doable. Let us 
assist our sisters and brothers in Malawi generously for God’s glory!   
 
Please observe our display and be apart of the assistance for the earthquake victims in the Karonga 
area of Malawi.
