GIFT FROM THE HEART

The "Gift From the Heart" project began with First Lutheran Church in Barron fourteen
years ago. It was designed to make the Christmas of children in the Barron area a bit
merrier. Last year over 300 children were given a gift of a toy and an item of clothing for
Christmas. Our families enjoy shopping for their "child." Service organizations and
businesses help out, and five of our Barron area churches are working together to
administrate the project.

Posters and coupons are posted throughout the Barron community to alert families of the project. If a
family from the Barron Area School District requests gifts for their children, the "Gift From the Heart"
will make every effort to provide for them.

Congregational and community persons select gifts for the children knowing only the gender, age and
first name of the child and some recommended gift items. Participants giving gifts will select a "Heart"
from the tree located by the Centennial Room in Luther Hall. The heart represents a specific child and
is given to the person as a reminder of that child for their own Christmas tree.

The wrapped gifts need to be at the church by Sunday, December 12 . They will be distributed to the
families on Monday, December 13, from 2:00 to 6:00 p.m.

Hearts may be selected from the "Heart Tree" on the following days:
Saturday, November 27, and Sunday, November 28
Saturday, December 4 and Sunday, December 5.

The greatest reward of this project is the joy that will fill your heart knowing that you have brought
happiness to the heart of a child.

HARD CHOICES OVER FOOD VERSUS EDUCATION IN MALAWI

Food or education? In Malawi, one the of the world’s poorest countries, the choices are particularly

stark. The government has established “food security” (which means making sure people have

enough to eat) the top priority for government spending. The program of providing heavily
subsidized fertilizer and seeds to poor farmers has had real success in reducing
hunger. But education in Malawi is under funded and struggling. Primary school
classes typically have a hundred pupils for every teacher. Classes with two hundred
pupils are not uncommon.
Meet Linda. She has an impressive grasp of English for a 9 year old. She lives in a
remote village. She walks 6 miles to school every day. Before she sets off in the
morning, Linda has some maize porridge to eat. Many other pupils are not so fortunate
and come to school on empty stomachs. The school has no budget to feed them. They
go hungry until the end of the day when they return to their homes.
For all its problems, most schools seem to be cheerful places. There are not enough
teachers and some of the teachers are under qualified. Malawi’s education minister,

George Chaponda, admits that class sizes are a major problem. He wants to improve teacher-pupil

ratios in the next few years. The short term will be a system in which pupils come to school in shifts.

The long term solution is to train more teachers. But Malawi has lost many

teachers to HIV/AIDS. Education is not the top priority of the Malawian

government. Its biggest commitment is to reducing the number of people

who go hungry. But the danger is that inadequate education will hold back

Malawi in its fight against poverty. The question is: How do you spend a

poor country’s limited government budget? Better education or more food?

It is a question for which there is no right answer. Ann Knutson

b. Multi-Media update — Keith will contact committee and suggest they meet to reevaluate
this project.

c. Call Process update — combined with finance committee report later in the meeting.

d. Coffee hour — serving in September/Property Committee, October/Education Committee,
November/Lay Ministry Committee.

e. Luther Park Advocate — still looking for a person with a special passion for Luther Park to
serve as liaison on behalf of First Lutheran Church.

f. Fundraising idea — no ideas from council members at this time.

g. Other old business — none.

New Business:

a. Lynn Kolpack presented a letter to the council and pastors. October 30 and 31 is
Commitment Weekend. Lynn is proposing to help facilitate a French Toast Breakfast in the
Celebration Room between 9:30 — 11:00 AM. A simple meal of French toast, breakfast
meat, applesauce, with syrup, butter, coffee, and milk would be served following the 8:30
service, after Sunday School and before the 10:45 service. A donation basket will be
placed but no meal price will be required. Volunteers and a few griddles will be needed.
Wendell McDonough made a motion to approve the French Toast Feed on October 31,
2010. Second by Gayle Larson. Motion carried.

*If the event is successful, the Church Council will consider the possibility of hosting the
event again at a later date.

b. Keith Kolpack presented a letter to the Church Council. Each church committee has been
asked to take a few minutes to do a little “befriending” at their next committee meetings.
Each committee is asked to complete a brief survey and have their council representative
share their findings at the next council meeting.

c. The Social Concerns Committee wants to gather a cost estimate on a simple fire/
evacuation alarm system that can be heard at all levels of the church. This concern was
taken to the Property Committee at some point but no action was taken.

Committee Reports:

a. Property Committee — Foul sewer smells have continued in the Celebration Room and
kitchen area. Another open-ended sewer pipe was located on Monday. This may resolve
our issue once and for all.
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b. Stewardship — Rolling right along.

c. Education — In October the Education Committee will invite the Sunday School Students
and teachers to attend the coffee hour sometime during the Sunday School hour. This is
an effort to bridge the gap between the Sunday School wing and Luther Hall and help
acquaint children with the rest of the church facility.

d. Finance Committee — Gerald Johnson presented a budget review projection for the end of
the year. Based on past trends of First Lutheran we are looking at a shortage of nearly
$60,000. Currently, our members are not following pledges as in the past. In light of this
report, the Church Council is forced to reexamine the current pastoral call process. At this
time it is necessary for the Personnel Committee to meet with Pastor Bolstad and Pastor
Beyer, and the Site Profile Committee needs to rework some of the Ministry Site Profile
Report.

Trust Fund Transfers: Planned cemetery costs over $1,500 were to be paid from the trust fund.
Gerald Johnson made a motion to transfer $2,480 from the perpetual fund to the general fund for
cemetery costs. Second by Carolyn Verhulst. Motion carried.

Pastor Beyer's Report:

Ministry Concern — First Lutheran has now lost three families in the last year due to the latest
ruling of the ELCA.

Thrivent Choice Dollars — So far we have received only $580. It is so very important that all
Thrivent Contract holders vote to designate funds for First Lutheran Church in Barron. A visit from
Will S. may be needed to jump-start this program. Keith K. will make this contact.

Luther Park — There will be a meeting on Saturday, November 13, 2010 at Trinity Lutheran
Church in Eau Claire to propose changes to the constitution. Three members from First Lutheran are
encouraged to attend.
